Earthquakes
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When a Quake Hits:

Take Cover!  Find protection under a sturdy desk, chair or in a doorway.  Stay put!  Do not run outside during the quake.  There are many heavy objects such as roof tiles that can fall on you.  California buildings are built to seismic standards for earthquake areas.

When the Shaking Stops:

Help injured people.  Look around for injured people and render first aid.  Call for medical help.  Do not conduct your own search in a dangerous building, however.  Evacuate buildings.  Leave damaged buildings until they can be inspected for safety.

March Inn Lodging Guest Assembly Points:

For guests staying in the buildings 2418, 2419, 2420, 2421 the assembly point for all guests in the parking lot next to building 2419 (see map).

For guests staying in buildings 100, 102, 311, & 400 the assembly point is the parking lot behind building 456 (see map).

Once it is safe to evacuate the buildings report to one of these parking lots.  Use caution and look for “downed” power lines, leaking gas lines, unsafe structures, and for other hazards that might impede safe travel to the assembly points.
