SAFETY TIPS
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The safety and security of our installations residents and guests is our primary concern.  Like any metropolitan area, our local area has its share of crime problems.  While shopping, or visiting the local community, be cautious of your surroundings.  Avoid  traveling, visiting an ATM, or driving in areas that look unsafe at night.  Always have situational awareness!  Dial 911 for emergency.  If you dial 911 from a cellular phone in ANY area the call is answered by the California Highway Patrol (CHP).

California Laws:

Safety Belts:  Seat belts are required on base by regulation and off base by law!

Alcohol and Drugs:  The legal limit in California for “Driving under the influence” is .08.  In all cases use a designated driver or abstain.  The State of California and Riverside County has a “Zero Tolerance” policy for those that drive under the influence of drugs and alcohol!  

Right Turns on Red:  Turns are permitted after making a complete stop and waiting for the intersection to clear.  Turns are not permitted where there is a sign posted stating “No Right Turn on Red” or there is a “Red” arrow.  “When in doubt always allow the other vehicle the right of way”.
