Local Weather Conditions  
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Flash Floods:  

Flash floods are a hazard in this area.  Water drains off very quickly in some areas causing flash floods.  

Winds:

An interesting phenomenon in Southern Calilfornia is called “Santa Ana winds.”  Santa Ana winds can cause a lot of damage.  Winds can catch unsuspecting drivers of guard especially in our canyons.  Wind speeds of up to 60-70 MPH are not uncommon during Santa Ana conditions. 

Fog:

Mornings can be foggy.  Turn on headlights and drive slowly.  Due to hot summers, Californians tend to buy lighter colored cars; light colored cars do not show up very well in the fog.  Use all your senses when driving in thick fog.

Wild Fires:

Southern California is very susceptible to fires.  This danger increases after heavy rains.  Please do not extinguish smoking material anywhere other than designated receptacles.  It is against the law in California to improperly or unsafely dispose of smoking materials.
