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Master Sgt. Robin J. Monforton is the Superintendent of the Air Combat Command’s “Viper West” F-16 Demonstration Team assigned to the 388th Fighter Wing, Hill Air Force Base, Utah. The team consists of three F-16 block 40 aircraft operating out of the 4th Aircraft Maintenance Unit. The team includes one demo pilot, four pilot safety observers and nine maintenance personnel.

Sergeant Monforton is from Michigan. He enlisted in the Air Force on December 13, 1985.  He completed Basic Military Training at Lackland AFB, Texas, in January 1986.  In March 1986, upon completion of technical training at Sheppard AFB, Texas, Sergeant Monforton was assigned to the 428th Aircraft Maintenance Unit, Nellis AFB, Nev., as an F-16 Assistant Dedicated Crew Chief on the wing commander’s aircraft.  He was reassigned to Torrejon Air Base, Spain, in July 1989, as an Inspection team member where he deployed to an undisclosed location in direct support of Operations DESERT SHIELD and DESERT STORM.

In January 1992 he was reassigned to Spangdahlem Air Base, Germany, as phase dock chief, 23rd Fighter Squadron.  In July 1992 Sergeant Monforton was selected as quality assurance inspector and became fully qualified on the A-10, F-4, F-15, and F-16 aircraft.  He finished the assignment as Dedicated Crew Chief, 22nd Fighter Squadron.  During his assignment he generated aircraft for USAFE’s first AEF in support of Operation JOINT GUARD and deployed four separate times in support of Operation NORTHERN WATCH.  He relocated to Cannon AFB, N.M., in July 1998 performing as Flightline Expediter for 26 assigned F-16CG aircraft.  
In 2000, Sergeant Monforton was transferred to the 35th Fighter Squadron, Kunsan AB, Korea, as the tactical aircraft maintenance section chief and production superintendent.  
Sergeant Monforton arrived at Hill AFB, Utah, in October 2001 and was assigned as the Production Supervisor 421st Fighter Squadron.  His efforts gartered the successful spin-up and execution of Operation NOBAL EAGLE.  He also led a successful deployment to Qatar in support of Operation IRAQI FREEDOM where he contributed to the launch of 699 combat sorties.  He was selected to his current position on the Air Combat Command’s F-16 Demonstration Team in September 2003.
Sergeant Monforton’s decorations include the Meritorious Service Medal with oak leaf cluster, Air Force Commendation Medal with oak leaf clusters, Air Force Achievement Medal with oak leaf cluster, Joint Meritorious Unit Award with oak leaf cluster, AF Outstanding Unit Award with five oak leaf clusters, National Defense Service Medal with service star, and Southwest Asia Service Medal with two service stars.
Sergeant Monforton has earned his Associates degree in Aviation Maintenance Technology through the Community College of the Air Force.  Professional Military Education includes the Non-commissioned Officer Preparatory Course, Non-commissioned Academy, and Senior Non-commissioned Academy by correspondence.
