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Tech. Sgt. Terrell L. Murray is the Assistant Superintendent of the Air Combat Command’s “Viper West” F-16 Demonstration Team assigned to the 388th Fighter Wing, Hill Air Force Base, Utah. The team consists of three F-16 block 40 aircraft operating out of the 4th Aircraft Maintenance Unit. The team includes one demo pilot, four pilot safety observers, and nine maintenance personnel.
