Captain Julian “Debo” Pacheco commands the Air Combat Command’s “Viper West” F-16 Demonstration Team assigned to the 388th Fighter Wing, Hill Air Force Base, Utah. The team consists of three F-16 block 40 aircraft operating out of the 4th Aircraft Maintenance Unit. The team includes one demo pilot, four pilot safety observers, and nine maintenance personnel.  Captain Pacheco routinely demonstrates the awesome capabilities of the United States Air Force’s premier multirole fighter at air shows throughout the continental United States, Canada, and South America. 

Between shows and during the off-season, Captain Pacheco maintains a combat ready status in the 388th Fighter Wing as an F-16 Instructor Pilot for Air Combat Command.  Additionally, he is qualified in targeting pod, maverick, and laser guided bomb employment.  He has flown 1300 hours in military jet aircraft, has logged 10 combat hours in support of United Nations initiatives over Iraq for Operation SOUTHERN WATCH, and has recently flown multiple Combat Air Patrol sorties over the western United Sates in support of Operation NOBLE EAGLE.

Captain Pacheco’s major awards and decorations include the  Aerial Achievement Medal, Air Force Commendation Medal, Air Force Outstanding Unit Award with Valor and one oak leaf cluster, Combat Readiness Medal, National Defense Service Medal with one bronze star, and the Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal. 

Captain Pacheco was commissioned in 1996 after graduating from the United States Air Force Academy with a Bachelor of Science in Engineering Sciences, Dynamics and Engineering Mechanics.  He spent the first year of his career as a Research Assistant in the Astronatics Department at the United States Air Force Academy, Colo.  Captain Pacheco graduated from Joint Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training in 1998 at Vance AFB, Okla.  He then trained in the F-16 at Luke AFB, Ariz., and was thereafter assigned to Moody AFB, Ga., for two years.  Captain Pacheco has been stationed at Hill AFB, Utah, since 2001.
