SUBJECT:  Air Force Airframe and Powerplant (A&P) Certification Program

1.  We know some of you have questions concerning the new Air Force (AF) Airframe and 

Powerplant Certification Program.  By design, we made the program as seamless as possible to the education offices.  The only involvement you should have with the program is the administration of the FAA computer-based exams once the FAA/DANTES initiative is completed and activated.  However, when the troops see CCAF attached to a document, they automatically think of the base education office.  Therefore, to help you answer questions should someone visit the education office and inquire about the program, we’ve put together some information to help you assist these folks.

2.  If someone visits your office concerning the program, please refer them to CCAF’s website at http://www.maxwell.af.mil/au/ccaf/student.htm. 

3.  Here is a quick rundown of some general information about the AF A&P Certification Program:  

a. Who’s Eligible:  Active duty, Air National Guard, and Air Force Reserve Command 

technicians in the following aircraft maintenance AFSC’s: 2A0X1, 2A190, 2A000, 2A3X1, 2A3X2, 2A3X3, 2A390, 2A300, 2A5X1, 2A5X2, 2A5X3, 2A590, 2A6X1, 2A6X3, 2A6X4, 2A6X5, 2A6X6, 2A690, 2A691, 2A600 (except AGE and Survival Equipment), 2A7X1, 2A7X2, 2A7X3, and 2A790 (except Survival Equipment).

b. Who Else Is Eligible:  Technicians who cross-trained out of the above aircraft 

maintenance AFSC’s are eligible for the certification program provided the technician possessed a 7-skill level in the aircraft maintenance AFSC prior to cross-training and has not been out of the aircraft maintenance AFSC for more than 2 years.

c. How To Enroll:  The technician enrolls in the Air Force A&P Certification Program 

through CCAF via the Internet at http://www.maxwell.af.mil/au/ccaf/student.htm.  Access to the application enrollment page requires a .mil domain.  Technicians may enroll in the program and begin training once they have been awarded their 5-skill level in one of the AFSC’s specified in paragraph 3a above. 

d. CCAF’s Role:  Once enrolled, CCAF will compile all applicable Air Force formal 

training and any applicable Federal Aviation Regulation coursework completed at civilian institutions.  This training data will then be evaluated and credited to the technician’s Qualification Training Package.  Any gaps in training will be identified and applicants will be directed to the appropriate source for the required training needed to qualify them to sit the FAA exams.  FAA and DANTES are currently developing the computer-based testing program for administration at base education services offices.  Estimated completion of the testing program is Mar 03.
