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CCAF began in the early 1970s as a means of gaining recognition for Air Force training for enlisted members.  This eventually led to the college’s regional accreditation and awarding its first associate of applied science degree in April 1977.  Today CCAF graduates more 10,000 students each year.  Enlisted members are automatically enrolled in CCAF under their AFSC.  All 64 credits (including 5-skill level) must be completed while on active duty or in active reserves.  

CCAF is comparable to other associate degrees from an education level standpoint.  However, CCAF is an applied science degree and is not designed to be fully transferable.  This is due to the specialized technical training and significantly less general education requirements than most other associate degree programs.  Most airmen find their CCAF degree diversifies their long-term academic education, helps AF promotion potential and helps prepare them for subsequent degree programs. With careful planning you may maximize your CCAF credit transfer to another institution or degree program.   

You can save considerable time and money with the CLEP and DANTES testing program toward finishing your CCAF degree.  Most institutions accept some CLEP exams. Some may accept DANTES & Excelsior exams. Knowing this as you begin college impacts “how” you choose to go about pursuing a CCAF degree.  CLEP/DANTES testing is automatically reported to CCAF (generally 3-8 weeks later).  Although technical training is reported automatically as well, airmen should maintain all training certificates to make corrections if needed.  

College courses generally award 3 semester hours of credit for each class.  The student has official transcripts sent directly to CCAF.  There are two graduation periods annually with deadlines in late February for Spring graduation and late August for Fall graduation.  The CCAF advisor will help you prepare a degree plan and time-line to finish.
