Caution: Ensure palm is not 

hand over the ejection port



resting on slide, should be raised 

d. Next rotate weapon slightly to the right while 
to prevent the slide from 


pushing the slide to the rear



pinching the skin

e. Catch the ejected round in the left palm and lock

the slide to the rear
