Invalid Quantities

One or more of the quantity fields are not numeric, or are less than zero.
Enter a valid Quantity value. Must enter leading zeros in quantity field (e.g., 00025 for 25).

CN
Invalid or incorrect Control Number (Data Mismatch)
The Control Number exclusive of Suffix does not exist in IMACS database.

An error in the control number received from the legacy system, or no control number was entered into IMACS.
Select a Control Nbr and Suffix from the Select Control Nbr dialog box (see Section 38.11).

Or, contact the Agent to enter and assign the Control numbers to a Line Item. 

DT
Invalid Julian Date (Data Mismatch)
Invalid Date 

An invalid Julian date has been entered.
Enter a valid Julian Date.  Must enter all 5 digits (e.g., 01235).

MF
Multiple Funding (Logical Mismatch)
Multiple Funding Documents

More than one Fund Citation provides funding for the period indicated by the Control Nbr Suffix on the DMISA Line Item.
Select a Fund Cite from the Select Fund Citation dialog box (see Section 43.10).

ML
Multiple Line Items (Logical Mismatch)
The FSC, NIIN, Control Number and Suffix combination exists for the same Repair Activity on an OPEN or “Once Open” DMISA multiple times.

More than one Line Item can be linked to the mismatch record.
Click on the “ML” error code.  Select the appropriate DMISA, FY, Exhibit, TAB, and Line Item from the Correct Line Items Mismatch dialog box, when prompted, and click OK.

NF
No Line Item Funding (Logical Mismatch)
No funding was committed by the Principal (Logic validation)

No MIPR/PO and Fund Cite has been associated with the line item.
Principal must at least commit funds by entering MIPR/PO/Fund Cite into IMACS and assign it to the respective line item.  The Agent is not required to accept the funding in IMACS for the record to post.

NL
No Line Item to match the record (Logical Mismatch)
Several possible causes:

1) The FSC, NIIN, Control Number and Suffix combination for the incoming Repair Activity was not found on an OPEN or Once Open DMISA.

2)  The FSC and NIIN combination was not found. 

3) The Control Number and Suffix combination for the FSC and NIIN was not found.  

4) The Repair Activity associated with the FSC, NIIN, Control Number and Suffix was not the same as the SOR DoDAAC for the incoming record.  (Logic validation)
Several possible actions:

1) Principal and Agent (and Co-Principal, as needed) must concur on all applicable parts of the DMISA to achieve OPEN status at least once.  

2) If FSC+NIIN is not found on a DMISA, verify that the NSN on incoming record is valid for intended DMISA.  Update mismatch record with valid NSN as needed and correct mismatch record.

3) Verify if intended DMISA line item has control numbers entered. If not, Agent must enter them on intended line item, then correct mismatch record. Ensure control number and suffix exist on the intended line item that matches the control number and suffix on mismatch record.  Correct mismatch record with appropriate control number suffix as needed.

4) Ensure that the SOR DODAAC on incoming record matches that of the intended DMISA TAB Repair Activity.

5) Check the Ownership Code, SOR DODAAC, and/or Control Nbr codes in relation to the line item and to each other (e.g., check that the Ownership code and SOR DODAAC are not from the same service).

Possible Cause
Action

NN
No NSN/TMS/MDS to match the record (Logical Mismatch)
The FSC and NIIN combination does not exist in the IMACS database. (Data validation)

A possible error from the sending system, or the NSN/TMS/MDS has not been entered into the system.
Ensure the NSN on the mismatch record is truly intended for a DMISA line item.

If so, the Principal must add the appropriate NSN to the IMACS database, then update the intended DMISA line item to reflect the appropriate NSN.

Or, if the NSN on the mismatch record is incorrect for the intended DMISA line item, update the mismatch record with the valid NSN and correct the mismatch record.

Note:  Interface datafeeds from the various Services require that the format of a TMS follow a particular standard.  For example, a TMS from a Navy datafeed will be shown as “T56A-14G”, whereas a TMS in an Air Force datafeed will be shown as “000T0056A14G”.  The Principal and Agent must be cognizant of these differences and enter the appropriate format when inputting the respective TMS on the DMISA.  Mismatches will occur if the TMS format does not match the incoming datafeed.

NR
No Requirements found for the line item (Logical Mismatch)
No requirements exist for the entire line item found on the OPEN or “Once Open” DMISA. (Logic validation)
If the intended line item NSN does not have any requirements, the Principal must enter requirements for the intended DMISA line item. 

OC
Invalid or incorrect Ownership Code (Data Mismatch)
Invalid Ownership Code received on the record is not valid (Data validation).
Verify the valid Ownership Code needed for that record.  Select a valid Ownership Code from the Select Ownership Code dialog box (see Section 43.6).

RD
Invalid or incorrect Source of Repair (SOR) DODAAC (Data Mismatch)
The Repair Activity (SOR) DoDAAC does not exist in the IMACS database. (Data validation)
Select a valid one from the Select Organization dialog box (see Section 7).  If the DODAAC needed is not available from that list, the user should contact the IMACS DBA to have it added to the DODAAC table. 

RE
Requirements Exceeded (Logical Mismatch)
Incoming quantities exceed the total Line Item Requirements. (Logic validation)

For an Output Line Item - the Produced quantity is greater than the total line item requirements.   For an Input Line Item - the Inducted quantity is greater than the total line item requirements.
The Agent informs the Principal of the error.  The Principal checks the DMISA Line Item requirements and adjusts them as needed. 

Output requirements, and line items with both input and output requirements, are compared to Produced quantities. Input requirements are compared to Inducted quantities.

Note: For a record that meets all other criteria but contains [produced or inducted] quantities greater than the total requirements of the intended line item, the record will post and display a ‘+’ flag on the Exhibit X-B report that includes that record’s as of date.
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
