1.2     Organization of the Manual

Table 1-2 provides a cross reference chart listing the Sections, Exhibits, or Functions included in the IMACS End Users Manual (UM), a short description of the content of the section, and the section reference to find that function in the UM.  Note:  Two sections in the UM pertain to more than one Exhibit because they use the same processes to perform their functions.  These sections are Section 22 and Section 23.

a. Section 22 includes Exhibits V, VII-A, VII-C, VIII, IX, XI, XII, XIII Part 3, XIV, XV-C, XVII, Boilerplate Sections I and II, and the DMISA Table of Contents.  These sections or exhibits use a “free-text” functionality.  The procedures described in Section 22 are common to using all the Sections or Exhibits listed above.

b. Section 23 includes Exhibits VI, XV-A, and XV-B.  These three Exhibits pertain to adding, updating, and deleting Support Items for a line item.  The procedures described in Section 23 are common to using these three Exhibits.
