Thrs polrcy memo.randum provrdes gurdance on DLA’s drstnbutron support
responsibilities and involvement in the negotiation of DMISAs

ADMISAis a formalized agreement, similar to a contract whereby a Service
(the “Agent”) obligates itself to provide depot maintenance support for another
Service/Agency/Federal Government Department (the “Principal”). With the advent
of DMRD 902, DLA was recognized as a significant player in the repair process and
made a Joint Depot Maintenance Program participant at the staff level. Our roles
and responsibilities are detailed in the Jornt Depot Marntenance Program regulatlon,
DLAD 4151.16. : e . ; :

In practical terms, DLA's role is to support both the prrncrpal (accountability and
visibility of principal-owned assets), and the Agent, (distribution of assets to/from
repair). DLA is considered an important “third” party to the negotiation of a DMISA. -
As such, the Defense Distribution Depots (DDD) may be requested to participate in

* the negotiations and to sign the DMISA acknowledging their support commitment.
The negotiations provide the DDD an opportunity to market existing capabilities; to
resolve outstanding issues; and, to develop beneficial partnerships. Outstanding
issues, which cannot be resolved at the local level, will be elevated through
appropriate channels for resolution. Once the DMISA reflects a mutualty agreed to
level of support, the DDD is expected to sign as requested
