Title Page Issues/Questions

Problem Statement

During the initial negotiations of the DMISA, both the printed Title Page and on-line Title Page Signatures window contain the date entered by the user when the Name/Title/Code/Symbol is entered into IMACS.  The name information cannot be saved unless the user enters a date.  Users would like to have the printed Title Page contain the pre-printed Name/Title/Code/Symbol without a date when it is being routed around for official signatures during the initial negotiation of the DMISA contract.

New/Updated Process

1. During the initial negotiations of the DMISA, the users enter the Name/Title/Code/Symbols associated with their appropriate roles and the projected signature date in which they believe the contract will be signed by the respective person(s).

2. The printed Title Page will contain the Name/Title/Code/Symbol and no date, since it is a projected date.

3. DMISA Title Page is routed through for the appropriate signatures per regulations.  Both the date and signature are manually entered on the Title Page.

4. After signatures are completed, each respective principal, co-principal, agent and/or DDD enter the signature date into the date field within the Title Page Signatures window within IMACS to match the signed version of the DMISA.

5. The new printed Title Page will contain the actual signature date.

Questions

1. After signatures are completed, is the DMISA re-printed for redistribution per the "Distribution List" after the signature dates are entered into IMACS?  Or is the "signed" version distributed?

2. Once the signature dates are entered into IMACS along with the already existing Name/Title/Code/Symbols, will this be considered "official" when/if the DMISA is printed again?

Current Rules

1. A date must be entered along with the Name.

2. The date can be modified at any time.

New Solution

1. During the initial negotiations, the user can enter the "projected" signature date.  When the title page is printed, the date is left blank if the date is greater than the current date.

2. Once the actual signature date is entered into IMACS, the printed report will contain the actual signature date.

Previous Solution

A solution previously mentioned by Chris Claxton, the one that would make the signature date field optional on the Title Page Signatures Window will require changing the business rules associated with the database, window(s) and report.  These changes would require more time for modifications and testing than the new solution provided above.

Recommendation

The new solution provided would only require a modification to the Title Page Report.  The user will still have to enter a date, whether it is a projected date of signature or the actual date of signature.  The Title Page Report will have additional business logic to determine by the date entered whether or not to print the date on the printed Title Page Report.  

This new solution should solve the problem as stated above for the users without requiring any additional work for the user.  This new solution would also require the least amount of time for modifications and testing in order to implement.
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
