4. ICD Description: The Interservice Material Accounting and Control System (IMACS) has a requirement to track and provide visibility of assets that are being repaired under the terms and conditions of Depot Maintenance Interservice Support Agreements (DMISAs).  The IMACS user will be creating DMISAs along with access to Principal (requester of depot support) and Agent (supplier of depot support) accountable transactions (i.e. interservice shipments/receipts) accumulated daily for a specific Service.  MILSTRIP/MILSTRAP procedures and related transaction formats (reference ICD Item 13 Record Layout) will be used to track DMISA assets.  The requirement for tracking DMISA assets includes the following: (1) shipment of assets from the Principal's storage location to the source of repair (SOR) or repair depot; (2) acknowledgment of receipt at the SOR or repair depot; (3) shipment of assets from the SOR or repair depot to the Principal designated destination; and (4) receipt acknowledgment of the asset at the Principal designated destination.  This requirement supersedes any earlier Memoranda of Agreement (MOAs) that were initially negotiated to provide like or similar transactions to the prototype IMACS.

i. Processing Comments: The transaction data requested by the IMACS is defined as the data on DoD Form 1348, recorded in compliance with MILSTRIP/MILSTRAP procedures for handling interservice shipments and receipts.  This ICD requests transactions with the document identifiers of A2_ (all applicable A2 transactions), A5_ (all applicable transactions except for A5J), D6_ (all applicable transactions), and AR0.  This ICD requests programmers write an extraction program that will identify transaction records that relate to the Interservice workload and write these records to a file for IMACS.  Criteria for selection will be those National Stock Numbers (NSNs) whose Ownership code (column 70) equals a 1 (Army Account), 3 (Non DoD Account), 4 (Marine Account), 5 (Navy Account), or 6 (Air Force Account).  All remaining Ownership codes (i.e., 8, 9, and 0) are not to be used the interservicing transactions.  Ownership code "3" is used in those instances where a Service is repairing assets for a non_DoD entity (e.g., FAA, NASA, Coast Guard).

Note, Purpose code "A" is an unacceptable entry in column 70 for interservice transactions.  It is reserved for intra-service transactions.  It is also possible for the Service that owns the asset to end processing a receipt (D6_) with its own Ownership code on an interservice action.

Example:  A DMISA exists between the Navy and the Air Force.  Navy is the Principal who has engines to be repaired by the Air Force (Agent).  The Agent has provided shipping instructions to the Principal Service as to where to reparable assets are to be shipped.  The Principal has provided shipping instructions as to where the repaired assets are to be delivered.  Navy issues a Redistribution Order (A2_ or A5), from either UICP or ILSMIS to IMACS, that records the shipment of the asset to the Air Force.  The assumption is that the Navy would input a "5" in the Ownership code of the shipment transaction which designates them as the owner of the asset.  Failure to input the correct Ownership code may result in the loss of an asset to the Service who owns the asset.  A Material Release Confirmation (AR0) transaction may follow.

Air Force receives the Navy asset and acknowledges receipt by the creation of a Material Receipt (D6_transaction), from D035K to IMACS, with an Ownership code of the Navy ("5").  The Navy asset is inducted into Depot Maintenance and repaired, ready for return to the Navy.  Air Force issues a Redistribution Order (A2_ or A5_), from D035K to IMACS, which records the shipment of the asset back to the Navy with an Ownership code of "5".  A Material Release Confirmation (AR0) transaction once again may follow.  Navy acknowledges receipt by the creation of a D6_ transaction with an Ownership code of the Navy ("5"), which is passed to IMACS from either UICP or ILSMIS.

The above applies to any combination of Service roles (i.e., Principal and Agent) and mix of legacy system (e.g., CCSS, SDS, ILSMIS, UICP, D035K, SCS) interfaces.

h. Processing Comments:

Overview:  The IMACS will accept the CCSS-WLMP provided data files from each DoD depot that supports DMISA workload.  The IMACS host computer system will receive and process the data to provide visibility of assets for IMACS users.  Those files are to be members of a generation data group with a minimum of seven generations retained.  Each file should contain one "header" record, transactions, and one "trailer" record which will indicate to the receiving system exactly what is on the file (see item 13).  This file should be created even when no transaction data has been created for the day.  The file would consist of the "header" and "trailer" records with the Data Record Count in the trailer record set to zeroes.

File Transfer Procedure: CCSS-WLMP will send files to the IMACS host Unix system using a File Transfer Program (FTP) using Transfer Control Protocol/Internet Protocol (TCP/IP).  The IMACS will use a UNIX command script started automatically by the IMACS host to transfer the CCSS-WLMP provided ASCII data files from the receiving Unix directory to the IMACS interface processing area.  The UNIX script will also delete any outdated files.  Note that TCP/IP must be installed on all computer systems involved.  Once the data files have been transferred, they will be maintained at the IMACS site for 60 days after which they will be deleted.

Database File Load Procedure: The IMACS will use an SQL*Loader program started automatically by the IMACS host computer system to load the transaction data records into a temporary table in the IMACS database.  Records that are not loaded will be written to a separate hold file for later use.  Once in the IMACS database, a batch program will then associate the CCSS-WLMP provided records with the corresponding DMISA requirement based upon NSN, OP code, and supplementary address. Records that do not meet this criteria remain in the temporary table as “mismatch” records until IMACS users take corrective action.

Data Recovery Procedures:  Data transfer failure will be defined as any time and for any reason the CCSS-WLMP provided file(s) are not received by the IMACS host system.  To assist in monitoring the CCSS-WLMP to IMACS interface, IMACS will log all attempts to transfer site-specific CCSS-WLMP provided data files to the IMACS host system. IMACS support personnel will review the log daily and initiate corrective procedures as itemized below.  Also, CCSS-WLMP personnel will support corrective procedures as noted below.
