I guess I will comment on this one also since I have not seen anybody else's comments yet.  I cannot really comment on page 3.  I have included my comments for pages 1 and 2 below.  I have taken my best shot at answering your questions.  

Page 1. 

Q.
Why is MMAC Code Missing from the DSS Record?
A.
The MMAC is passed to DSS from D035K.  DSS will keep and display the MMAC on our MILSTRIP history, (that is why it is shown on the IMACS/DSS Transaction file for the A2 & A5) but it is stripped off after that.  It is not processed on the receipt transaction.  The NIIN is what DSS reacts to, and does not care about a MMAC code.  Positions 14 and 15 of the stock number are used in DSS, but it is basically for Part Numbers.  This was a HQ DLA position, so Linda/Carolyn can provide further 
details if needed.

Q.
Are there DSS edit that alert personnel when incorrect information has been entered? 

  --
I assume you are talking about Receipts since it was on the D6 page.

A.
Yes.  There are several edits.  Most of the edits in today's DSS are just basically alerts.  If someone enters a RIC that is wrong, but on the DMISA table, DSS will allow the transaction to continue and post it as DMISA although it might be to the wrong owner.  If the RIC is not on the table, some "alert" messages will appear but processing will not be stopped.  So, if the owner is not on the table, and they continue, the asset will get posted but will not be identified it as DMISA.  Under the new SCR, most of these "alerts" will become hard fast edits so it will be almost impossible to post to the wrong owner.

Q.
Does DSS follow MILSTRIP/MILSTRAP policies?
A.
Yes.  What MILS policy are you referring to?

Q.
Why is the 166 date missing from the DSS Record.
A.
The date was not on the passing transaction from D035K.  We do not add the date to the MILSTRIP record, we just post it as it is received.

Q.
Why does DSS display purpose code A instead of Ownership Code 6?

A.
DSS was passed an O/P code of "A" from D035K.
