DR 68911

Comparison between current IMACS application Section II Boilerplate and Current Regulation Section II (selected paragraphs)


DR 68911 is one Carl Jones called in on the Boilerplate in Section 2 not being in accordance for some paragraphs with the newer Joint Regulation.

After researching, here is the following summary:

A. Section II, Paragraph 1.b(6) through 1.b (6) (d):

IMACS text matches the draft Reg dated 12/22/95 which the IMACS Team originally coded from.  

The new Regulation's text is different, therefore IMACS does not match the latest Regulation’s wording.

· IMACS Team needs PMO/Service Leads’ determination on making text changes (see comparison wording below).

· **Per 11/2/00 Meet Me Call – PMO and Service TRW/PMO should announce when this is in effect that it pertains to new DMISAs from this time forward, and to suggest that Principals adjust current DMISAs as applicable.

From newer JOINT REGULATION WORDING (OPNAVINST 4790.14A/AMC-R 750-10/AFI 21-133(I)/MCO P4790.10B/DLAD 4151.16  (31 March 1999):

1.b(6)  Transportation Fund Citation.

1.b(6)(a) A transportation fund citation is not required for Defense Working Capital

Fund materiel if the DDD issues the repaired item from the maintenance depot or from storage for delivery to the consignee or to the customer. The DLA charge for the issue transaction includes second destination transportation within the contiguous United States (CONUS).

1.b(6)(b) A transportation fund citation is required for the issue of non-Defense

Working Capital Fund materiel.

1.b(6)(c) The Principal must determine, prior to commencement of negotiations, which

items are managed under a Defense Working Capital Fund.

1.b(6) (d) If a transportation fund citation is required for return of items from the

Agent's maintenance facility, the Principal will include it on the MIPR (DD Form 448, Block 12) or on the PO (Block 8), or provide it separately. All shipping documents, including Government Bills of Lading (GBL), shall cite the appropriate transportation fund citation.

From CURRENT IMACS application Wording (based on (OPNAVINST 4790.14A/AMC-R 750-10/AFMCR 800-30/MCO P4790.10B/DLAD 4151.16  (DRAFT #65 12/22/95):
1.b(6) Transportation Fund Citation.  A transportation fund citation may or may not be required

1.b(6)a   A transportation fund citation is not required if the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) performs the issue of the repaired item from the maintenance depot or from storage, and its subsequent release to transportation for delivery to the consignee, or delivery to the customer.  The DLA charge for the issue transaction includes second destination transportation within the contiguous United States (CONUS).

1.b(6)b   A transportation fund citation is required if DLA does not perform repaired item or storage issue.

1.b(6)c   If a transportation fund citation is required for return of items from the Agent's maintenance facility, the Principal will include it on the MIPR (DD Form 448, Block 12) or on the PO (Block 8), or provide it separately.  All shipping documents, including Government Bills of Lading (GBL), shall cite the appropriate transportation fund citation.

B.
Section II, Paragraph 10, Exhibit XV:

EXHIBIT XV (Material Support Procedures). These exhibits will be used to prescribe detailed supply procedures for the Principal in support of the Agent and vice versa. Those procedures that apply only to internal operations of either the Principal or the Agent will not be included, nor will the exhibit be required if the procedures are adequately covered in Section II, paragraph 5.

Section II, Paragraph 10, Exhibit XVII:

EXHIBIT XVII Other Support (Non-Engineering). As specified in Section I, paragraph 10o. This exhibit is to be used to reflect any special support required over and above the specific provisions of this agreement, such as field teams, study groups, training, etc. All support services which will be performed by the local DDD will be specifically identified on this exhibit. If it is necessary to refer to specific workload items, reference to Exhibit I or II Tab and Item Numbers should be made in text.

· Correction needed in IMACS to add space after Exhibit XVII in phrase “Exhibit XVIIOther Support”.

D.
Section Joint Regulation II, Paragraph 10 (as above):   Joint Reg and IMACS are both incorrect in the same paragraph where it references “10o” instead of “10.0” on the second line.
