What’s New in IMACS V5.0…

1. Production Mismatch Business Rule Relaxation, Segment 2 Enhancement - Relaxed business rules pertain to:
Control numbers – The Production record processing will now search for a line item by control number exclusive of the suffix.  

Funding – A Production record will post if the Line item has at least been committed by the Principal (assuming all other posting criteria are met).  The line item does not have to be accepted by the Agent for the record to post.  

· On the Exhibit X-B report…a new flag (‘>’) will appear next to the control number suffix for that Production record indicating the Agent has not yet accepted funding for the line item.

No more Requirements Exceeded (RE) mismatch – A production record will post (assuming all other posting criteria are met):

· If the incoming production record’s Produced quantity is greater than the total line item requirements (compared to Output requirements) 

· If the production record’s Inducted quantity is greater than the total line item requirements (compared to Input requirements).

· On the Exhibit X-B report…a new flag (‘+’) will appear next to the control number suffix for that Production record indicating the quantity exceeds total Input or Output Requirements

Compare Produced/Inducted quantities on incoming production record to total line requirements instead of individual quarter or month requirements.
Legend at bottom of Exhibit X-B report – Includes descriptions for flags.  (See Table 28-7 in the UM for descriptions of the flags next to the control number suffix record.)

‘*’ (DMISA in Neg status after being Open Once during FY) (in effect with V4.3)
‘+’ (Qty exceeds total Inp/Out Reqmts)

‘>’ (DMISA Line Item Not accepted)

2. Upload Spreadsheet capability – Phase II – To add control numbers to line items in addition to adding requirements and pricing (see Section 14.17 in UN for details).

· Agents can submit generated Exhibit I/II spreadsheets with repair pricing and control number data for upload.

· Principals can submit generated Exhibit I/II spreadsheets with requirements data for upload.

3. Corrected Trouble Ticket Reports for the following functionality:

· Corrected situation where, when viewing Comments in Exhibit I, the Exhibit would change from Concurred to Not Concurred or would change DMISA from OPEN status to NEGOTIATE status. 

· Corrected situation where the Exhibit I and II printed reports would page break incorrectly and not include associated comments with respective line item.   

· Updated criteria for IMACS passwords – Cannot use special characters in IMACS passwords.
