The chief is advisor to the center commander on all matters influencing the health, welfare, morale and effective utilization of the 5,000 enlisted members and their families assigned to the center.  The center provides worldwide logistics management, engineering, supply, contracting and depot maintenance for the F-16, A-10, KC-135, and C-130, the Minuteman and Peacekeeper intercontinental ballistic missiles, space and C3I programs, and 140,000 Air Force and Department of Defense commodities with a $9.6 billion budget.  His duties include maintaining combat readiness through integration of sound enlisted policies and programs.  Chief Koenigkramer also monitors the operations of noncommissioned officer Professional Military Education Programs.
