         BIOGRAPHY
UNITED STATES AIR FORCE
COLONEL MICHAEL B. NEWTON
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Colonel Michael B. Newton is the mobilization assistant to the commander, Ogden Air Logistics Center, Air Force Materiel Command, Hill AFB, Utah. The Ogden Air Logistics Center provides worldwide logistics engineering and logistics management for the F-16 and F-4 fighter aircraft. Ogden ALC is responsible for the repair and modification of the F-16 and A-10 fighter aircraft 

and C-130 cargo aircraft.  Ogden ALC has worldwide logistics management and maintenance responsibilities for the nation’s fleet of Minuteman and Peacekeeper Intercontinental Ballistic missiles (ICBMs). The center is the logistics manager for all air munitions, guided bombs, small missiles, rocket motors, solid propellants, and explosive devices used throughout the Air Force.  Ogden ALC operates the Air Force’s worldwide overhaul and repair facility for all aircraft landing gear, brakes, struts and wheels. The center has worldwide responsibilities for management of photons imaging and reconnaissance equipment, hydraulics and pneudraulics instruments, and computer software. Ogden ALC has logistics responsibility for aircraft and missile training devices employed worldwide to train aircraft and missile crews. 

Colonel Newton was born in Biloxi, Mississippi. He entered military service with the U.S. Army as a graduate of Army ROTC from Indiana University, Bloomington, Indiana, in 1974. He completed an interservice transfer to the U.S. Air Force in November 1983. He has served in various acquisition positions for the Air Force including Senior IMA to the director of contracting, Ogden Air Logistics Center, Hill Air Force Base, Utah, and culminating in the position of senior individual mobilization augmentee to the deputy assistant secretary (DAS) for contracting, Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Acquisition, Headquarters U.S. Air Force, Washington, D.C., where he exercised functional responsibility for all contracting personnel in the Air Force Reserve and Air National Guard (600 personnel worldwide). Colonel Newton was selected as the Outstanding Reservist in Contracting for the Air Force in FY 95.

In his civilian capacity, Colonel Newton is the director of contracting at Tooele Army Depot in Tooele, Utah. In this capacity he has been responsible for all contracting & purchasing at five Army installations in four different states simultaneously. He serves on the board of directors for the installation and has received numerous Sustained Superior Performance Awards. Previous to this assignment, he served in several acquisition positions at Ogden Air Logistics Center and was a graduate (and selected leader) of the prestigious “Copper Cap” management intern program.
