SAFETY INVESTIGATIONS AND REPORTS

AFI 91-204, 1 December 1996, is supplemented as follows:

16.1.2.  (AFMC Sup 1).  Aircraft Directorate (OO-ALC/LA), F-16 Management Directorate (OO-ALC/LF), ICBM Systems Program Office (OO-ALC/LM), and Commodities Directorate (OO-ALC/LI) establish material safety programs and appoint Materiel Safety Program Managers (MSPM).

(Directorates identified the following System Manager MSPMs:  Safety (OO-ALC/LIWOS), Structures/Mechanical Division (OO-ALC/LFS), Mechanical/Structural Engineering (OO-ALC/LACM), and Safety Environmental/Engineering Data Branch (OO-ALC/LMES).

16.1.2.  (Fifth Bullet AFMC Sup 1).  Safety Office (OO-ALC/SE) will act as focal point and provide policy, direction and guidance on reporting OO-ALC Materiel Safety Task Group (MSTG) actions.

16.1.3.  (Third Bullet AFMC Sup 1).  Each MSPM will ensure their respective System and Item Managers provide timely DB10 updates. 

16.1.3.  (Fifth Bullet AFMC Sup 1).  Each MSPM will ensure their respective System and Item Managers provide timely DB10 updates. 

16.1.3.  (Sixth Bullet AFMC Sup 1).  MSPMs or tasked agencies develop operating instructions as needed to implement material safety programs and coordinate them with System Managers (SM) chairperson, MSTG members, and OO-ALC/SE.

16.1.3.  (Thirteenth Bullet AFMC Sup 1 Added).  MSPMs and action agencies ensure timely DB10 F288 follow-up actions. MSPMs or action agencies will coordinate via telephone or electronically with originating agency and AFMC before delivering an F288 entry.  Only the originating agency closes the F288. 

16.1.3.  (Fourteenth Bullet AFMC Sup 1 Added).  OO-ALC/LFS will assign OO-ALC MSTG numbers for OO‑ALC MSTG actions.

16.1.4.1.  (AFMC Sup 1 Added).  OO-ALC organizations supporting originating SMs and MSPMs, or designated as the action agency and not requiring a MSPM, will be members of the supported MSTG and update the DB10 F288.

16.2.1.  (Fifth Bullet AFMC Sup 1 Added).  The ALC Center System Safety Manager (CSSM) attends MSTGs to monitor and facilitate DB10 reporting actions.

16.3.  (AFMC Sup 1).  All OO-ALC-HAFB gaining or tasked organizations not employing MSPMs will contact Systems Safety Division (OO-ALC/SES) for assistance in transferring DB10 records.
