1.  Have you established an outline of the safety and health hazards in your area?

2.  Do you analyze job tasks for hazards?

3.  Do you brief people on safety standards to follow and hazards to avoid?

4.  When planning work, do you make sure safety and health is considered and compliance to standards is assured?

5.  Do you monitor the job environment for hazards?

6.  Do you exercise control to ensure tasks are done safely?

7.  Do you train people on safety and health standards, procedures, and re​quirements of job tasks?

8.  Do you take action to correct hazards promptly?

9.  Do you investigate and report all mishaps?

10.  Do you enforce safety policies of the commander?

11.  AFOSH TRAINING:

     a.  Do you train workers in job safety and health within 30 days as outlined in AFI 91-202.

     b.  Do you develop safety training guides/lesson plans based on your hazard analysis of job tasks, when needed?

     c.  Do you use applicable AFOSH Standards as training guides?

     d.  Is this training documented on AF Form 55?

12.  Do you discuss on and off duty safety with your personnel (i.e., weekly safety briefings)?

13.  Do you consult with Ground Safety, Environmental Health, DE, and other appropriate staff personnel when guidance is needed to evaluate changes, new procedures, and/or personal protective equipment requirements?

14.  Is AFVA 91-5, Occupational Safety and Health Program poster, posted in a conspicuous location in each work center?

15.  Is the safety awards program promoted within the unit and do supervisors support the programs by submitting eligible personnel?
