AGRICULTURAL TRACTORS AND IMPLEMENT ATTACHMENTS, AFOSH STD 127-54

1.  Do design and operating characteristics of agricultural tractors in use by AF units meet OSHA Standards?  (Ref 4a)

2.  Do supervisory personnel take needed actions to assure:

     a.  Proper training of assigned operators?  (Ref 4b(1))

     b.  Awareness of area operating hazards due to terrain features/condi​tions?  (Ref 4b(2))

     c.  Operator awareness of hazardous or prohibited areas?  (Ref 4b(3))

     d.  Validation of need for and use of personal protective equipment such as head/eye/ear protectors, gloves, respirators, etc.?  (Ref 4b(4))

3.  Are all guards secured in place and kept in place during machine use?  (Ref 4c(1))

4.  Have procedures been published out and enforced to prohibit operators from allowing riders on tractors?  (Ref 4c(2))

5.  Does the operator stop the engine, disconnect the power source, and wait for all machine movement to stop before servicing adjusting, or cleaning the equipment (except where the machine must be running to properly service or maintain the equipment)?  (Ref 4c(3))

6.  Do operators keep personnel clear of operating machinery or attachments?  (Ref 4c(4))

7.  Do mowing machine operators refrain from attempting to mow on slopes that exceed 4 inches of drop per foot of travel (33 percent grade)?  (Ref 4c(5))

8.  When using a sickle bar attachment for mowing, does the operator always position the sickle bar on the up-slope side of the tractor?  (Ref 4c(5))

9.  Does the operator park the tractor on a level surface, lower the attach​ment so it rests on the surface, place the transmission in low or reverse after the engine has stopped (automatic transmission in "park") and shut the engine off, before the operator leaves the seat of the vehicle?  (Ref 4c(6))

10.  Are operators wearing protective equipment required for their safety and health?  (Ref 4c(7))

11.  Have all tractors operated on sloping terrain been equipped with Roll Over Protection structures (ROPS)?  (Ref 4f)

12.  Have all units been subjected to a noise hazard survey and those whose levels exceeds 85 DBA placarded with noise hazard warning?  (Ref 4g)

13.  Have approved "slow moving vehicle" emblems and flashing amber light units been installed on agricultural tractors used in high traffic areas?  (Ref 4h) 

14.  Are all power take-off shafts shielded?  Are guards capable of withstand​ing 250 pounds of downward or inward force?  Are guards free of burrs/sharp corners or projections and securely fastened to the unit?  (Ref 4i)

15.  Are all guards that were removed for servicing/maintenance reinstalled prior to placing units in use?  (Ref 4(4))

16.  Are batteries, fuel tanks, oil reservoirs, and coolant systems construct​ed and located or sealed to assure that spillage will not occur in the event of an upset?  (Ref 4j)
