RULES FOR SAFE STORAGE

All references are to DOD 4145.19-R-1, Chapter 6 unless otherwise specified.


1. Are loaded pallets stacked squarely and firmly to prevent rocking or tipping? (Para 6-109a(2))

2.  Do supervisors ensure the following: (Para 6-109a(3))

     a.  Partially loaded pallets are stored in pallet racks or at the tops of stacks?

     b.  Large loads are not superimposed on small loads?

     c.  Heavy loads are not stored on top of light loads or on material that could be broken or damaged?

3.  Are nonsecured top loads of cylindrical units (stacked on end or which tend to lean or settle outward) tied with cord or tape to prevent tipping? (Para 6-109a(4))

4.  Are stack clearances at least 18 inches from sprinkler heads, joists, rafters, beams and roof trusses? (In hazardous commodity areas, and where stacks exceed, 15 feet, a 36 inch clearance will be maintained.) (Para 6-110b(2) & (3))

5.  Are stack clearances at least 18 inches from lights and heating fixtures? (Para 6-110b(4))

6.  Are broken or damaged pallets replaced? (Para 6-109a(5))

7.  Is adequate base dunnage provided to prevent tipping where stacks are on soft or muddy ground (or other unstable surfaces)? (Para 6-109a(6))

8.  In regions of high wind, are outside stacks secured against being blown over? (Para 6-109a(7))

9.  Are pallet loads stacked with two inches of clearance on all sides to prevent dislocation of adjacent units? (Para 6-109a(8))

10.  Do crushable containers or unstable units have vertical support to prevent settling and tipping caused by the weight of material stored above? (Para 6-109a(9))

11.  Are loads being transported secured where necessary to prevent, tipping? (Para 6-109a(11))

12.  Are horizontally stacked cylinders blocked, nested, or separated by notched horizontal spacers, as applicable, to prevent rolling? (Para 6-109a (12))

13.  Are warehouse corner markers used at main and cross aisle intersections limited to those intersections where operating MHE may damage material in storage? (Para 6-109a (13))

14.  Are all loose straps and wire removed and all protruding nails leveled to prevent injuries? (Para b-109a (14))

15.  Are aisles and exits kept clear?  (Para 6-109a(16))

16. Are floor load capacities posted in conspicuous areas? (Para 6-109b)

17. Are good housekeeping rules followed to prevent fires? (Para 6-109c)

18. Are storage areas adequately lighted?  Is glare minimized?  Are walls

painted a light color? (Para 6-109d)

19.  Is ice and snow promptly removed from walkways, ramps, docks, and stairways to prevent slipping? (Para 6-108b(19))

20.  Are floors kept dry and free from tripping hazards? (Para 6-108c(4))

21.  Are flammables stored only in approved flammable storage areas? (AFI 32-2001/OO-ALC-HAFBS 1, Attachment 9)

22.  Are fire doors kept clear and in good operating condition? (Para6-108c (12))

23.  Are small supplies of packing materials kept for immediate use stored in metal or noncombustible covered containers? (AFOSH Std 99-66, Para 1.1.3.)

24.  Are cross ties, separators or dunnage used to guard against falling objects and is care taken to stack materials so they will not topple over? (AFOSH Std 99-66, Para 1.1.6.)

25.  Are materials stacked so they will not project into aisles or passageways? (AFOSH Std 99-66, Para 1.1.6.)
