Emergency Shower/Eyewash #: Is the number that is identified on the building layout.

Use office symbol followed by the number.  Examples: SE01,SE02, MANBE01, MANBE02.

Chemicals used: Use the chemical name that employees know it by. Example: Chlorine, Nitric Acid.

Properties:  Is it a corrosive, acid, alkaline?  Is it an irritant or will it cause damage to the eye? MSDS information can be provide properties
How dispensed/handled: Is it used in a spray bottle, cup, vat, closed cup?
Potential/Probability of Injury:  Ask, how can this get in the eyes/skin?  Example: The chemical in a tank that can splash in the eyes, high probability.  Example:  Chemical is in a closed container, low probability.
PPE Used:  Identify the type of eye protection used.  Example:  Goggles, safety shield, safety glasses.

Type of emergency shower/eyewash: 

Self contained unit, wall mounted permanent eye and face wash

Permanent Combination emergency shower and face wash unit

Eyewash bottle

Hand-held drench hose

Multiple-spray shower and eyewash

Wall-mounted permanent eye and face wash

Date of Implementation: Date put in service.  This is most important for potable and eyewash bottles because it marks the date from which the maintenance cycle begins. If you do not know the date, put in the last date maintained.  

Maintenance:  How will the quality of water be maintained?  This mostly applies to portable and eyewash bottles.  Will the supervisor change the water?  Will the supervisor put an additive in the water based on the manufactures instructions?  How often?
