7.9.2.3.  Each Branch manager will appoint a primary and alternate reject monitor and forward 
a copy of the appointment letter to the Management and Systems (75 LG/LGSP). 
 
7.9.2.3.1. (Added).   Branch reject monitors will maintain daily control over rejects in their area 
of responsibility and coordinate with other reject monitors when more than one area is involved 
in resolving the reject condition. 
 
7.9.3.  The Daily Supply Surveillance Report (D20) is provided electronically.  Branch 
managers will review forced deleted cumulative rejects listed in part 9 of the D20 report to 
ensure reject clear actions are valid. 
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
