EQUINE REQUIREMENTS FOR ON-BASE STABLES

1. All horses must be registered at the Hill Air Force Base Veterinary Treatment Facility (VTF) prior to moving on base.  Copies of the most recent Coggins test and vaccinations are required.

2. All horses entering the installation will be vaccinated against Rabies (current within 12 months), Eastern and Western Encephalitis (EEE, WEE), Rhinopneumonitis (EHV-1), Tetanus, Influenza, and West Nile Virus (current within 6 months).  A negative Coggins test for Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA) shall be current within 6 months.  (Additional vaccinations may be required IAW VETCOM RMDVC Command Policy).  All vaccines should be given at least 7-10 days prior to arrival to be considered immunized.

3. All horses will be de-wormed prior to arriving onto Hill AFB.  Proof of de-worming is required.  All horses will be de-wormed quarterly IAW VETCOM RMDVC Command Policy.

4. Initial contact should be made with the Hill AFB Stable’s president.  Upon permission to bring your horse on base, you may proceed and register at the Hill AFB VTF.

5. All horses will be placed in a minimum 5-day quarantine or as deemed necessary by the veterinarian.  Each animal will be given a physical exam upon entering quarantine, and again before being released into general population.  The quarantine time-line will not begin until the veterinarian, or representative, has examined your horse.  ONLY the OIC, NCOIC, or veterinary technician of the VTF may release a horse from quarantine and only during regular business hours.

6. All horses entering the installation from out-of-state will be required to show proof of interstate health certificate dated no more than 20 days from the time of arrival.  If a health certificate cannot be provided, the horse will remain in quarantine for a minimum of 10 days.

7. Neither the veterinarian, nor representative, will perform physical exams over weekends or holidays.  Therefore, the 5-day quarantine period may be extended.  As a reminder, privately owned animals (POA) are not part of our mission essential tasks, therefore, we may not be available on a specific day per request.
