SUBJECT:  Operation Identification

1.  This letter serves as an aid in registering and protecting your personal property.  You can take the first step by obtaining an etcher/engraver from your unit or check one out from the Police Services Office in Bldg 1219.  

2.  Next, you should mark all valuable property with the prefix AF and your Social Security Number (SSAN).  

3.  The attached AF Form 1670, Valuable Property Record, should be completed and kept with other important personal papers.  The Security Forces check for SSAN numbers on property recovered/ received in an attempt to identify ownership.  If the property in not marked and cannot be traced to the owner, it may eventually be disposed of through government channels.

4.  Other protective measures:

a. Secure your property.

b. Keep items in vehicles out of view from would-be thieves.

c. Conduct a Home Security Survey to help identify vulnerabilities.

d. Participate in Neighborhood Crime Watch or similar type programs.

e. Report all suspicious activities to Security Forces at 777-3056, 3057 or 3058.  Callers may remain anonymous. For all emergencies dial 911. 

5.  We hope you do not suffer the loss or theft of personal property; however, if you do and have properly marked and registered items, the information will be a valuable aid in identifying and returning your property.
