This memorandum further explains the official USAF business travel requirements and exemptions for foreign travel outside the boundaries of the Continental United States (CONUS). 
This guidance covers all DoD employed members, both active duty and civilian when US Air Force Official Business is being discussed or conducted on behalf of the Air Force Material Command (AFMC) or the Ogden Air Logistics Center (ALC) Hill AFB as outlined in the recent letter, dated 24 April 2006 by General Sullivan, Ogden ALC Commander.

The following are exemptions to the existing Foreign Travel Outside CONUS letter:
· Active duty, reserve or guard personal who are deploying or supporting scheduled USAF operations or rotations, utilizing commercial or military transportation systems and who will have no direct contact with foreign government officials or foreign business contacts, unless they are going to meet or exchange technical or scientific information with a foreign government.  
· Any DoD employee (military or civilian) traveling overseas for vacation or scheduled leave is not required to clear that travel through the FDO.
