Starting the fourth quarter of FY05 and ending with the completion of the fourth quarter of FY06, SAF/SB and SAF/AQC has requested that each MAJCOM/DRU/FOA collect and assess information for all new competitive acquisitions that are awarded with dollar values greater than $100K ($1M for AFMC except AFMC operational contracting divisions will report at $100K).  GSA orders, sole source awards, exceptions listed in FAR 19.1304 and those requirements bought under the AF Commodity Council mandatory requirements will not be included in this data.  SAF/SB and SAF/AQC needs to know specifically what steps were taken to identify a capable SDVOSB or a HUBZone and why new awards could not be made to those categories.

1.  Each buyer in the 75th CONS is to complete the information required for any competitive acquisition in excess of $100K as an addendum to the DD form 2579 and forward both documents to BC for coordination beginning 03 Oct 2005.  
2.  For the Central Contracting Wings, the addendum will be completed by BC and attached as part of the 2579.
