TASK ORDER BUYER’S GUIDE
Design & Engineering Support Program (DESP III)
This section of the User’s Guide was developed to: 

· Help the buyer and task order contracting officer (TCTO) establish pricing arrangements for RFP’s ;
· Understand how the pricing portion of a contractor’s proposal is to be evaluated;
·  Identify the fill-in clauses for any resulting task order; and
· How to use the Automated Contracting Preparation System (ACPS) for creation of the award document (DD1155).

Task Order Pricing Information

Task order contracting officers will need to ensure that task order pricing is done in accordance with the basic contract.  The Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) have been established as follows:

Please note that CLINs 0001 through 0006 are for engineering and related services only.  All ODC, Material, and Travel costs must be placed on CLINs 0007, 0008, and 0009, respectively.    Buyers should also note that the pricing arrangement of CLIN 0011 will need to be determined by the TOCO based upon the task order requirement.

All the prime's labor rates are loaded to the prime’s cost line for all contract types but exclude prime contractor profit/fee.  Prime contractor profit and fee are applied through the applicable profit/fee tables (P-11 through P-16) (Jarie, what are these and where are they found?).  Prime contractor incentive and award fees (for CLINs 0005, 0006) will need to be negotiated for specific requirements at the task order level.  Subcontractor profit/fee constitutes a prime contractor cost and has therefore been included the subcontracting rates that are attached to the prime’s DESP III contract (SX-1 through SX-6 (Same as above…where are these located).

In order to easily verify that labor rates and profit/fee proposed by contractors on task order proposals have been made in accordance with the basic contract, it is recommended that buyers request contractors to submit their rates with the following information broken out:

ACPS 15 Instructions for DESP III
USER:  If the following instructions are followed, ACPS 15 users will be able to have the task order specific clauses included in task orders as needed based on the appropriate selections in ACPS.  Only those ACPS user profiles that have the DESP III parameter added to the list of authorized parameters will be authorized to use DESP III.  Without the ability to choose this DESP III parameter, the user cannot produce DESP III documents.  If you have never produced a DESP III document before, you will need to contact your system administrator.  The system administrator must change the individual profile to allow:  (1) Multiple Parameters and (2) to include “DESP” as one of the authorized parameters.

PARAMETERS:  The DESP III parameter can be established with the same information and criteria as the default parameter for the section, branch, division or Center with the following addition.  The parameter must have “Basic” checked and “DE (?) DESP III Contract Clauses” must be chosen from the drop down menu.

Automated Clause Information (ACI):  ACI has been radically changed to allow the creation of the DESP III database.  The DESP III database will be controlled by the DESP III office and will only change if the basic contracts are changed.  Therefore, if the standard ACPS database has revisions, deletions and/or alterations, it will not affect the DESP III database.  

PRODUCING DESP III Orders:  Once your system administrator has authorized the DESP III parameter in your ACPS account, complete the following to ensure that the appropriate task order specific clauses are pulled in to your order:

1. Open your Awards Basket

2. Select “New”

3. Select “Orders”

4. Select “Other Award”

5. Click on the parameter drop-down menu.

6. Select DESP.

7. Enter the Job Control Number that was issued for the order from OO-ALC.

The clauses from the DESP III database will be selected in the same manner as those clauses from the regular database.  The user must make selections within the GUI screens (e.g. the user would choose the Fixed Price Incentive – Firm pricing arrangement).  The program will then see if there are any clauses within the DESP III database corresponding to the decisions made by the user.  If there are clauses meeting the logic criteria, the program will insert those clauses into the DESP III document.  What is unique and different between DESP III orders and regular Indefinite Delivery Contract (IDC) orders is that the system will insert clauses that have task order-specific fill-ins in the order based upon system logic.  Regular IDC orders will not insert any clauses except those chosen by the user at the “ADD CLAUSES” screen.

Using DESP III does not preclude selection of clauses from the ‘ACPS Clauses’ or ‘Unique Clauses’ databases.  These clauses may be inserted during assembly by selecting the appropriate radio button – as shown below – and the appropriate clause database will be chosen before listing the clauses.

Determinations regarding Personal Services are not required for Non-Personal Services contract IAW FAR 37.103(b).

IAW FAR 37.204, a separate DDD will be prepared for each DESP III A&AS task order.

IAW clause 52.244-2, consent to subcontract is not required for subcontractors which are team members as defined in clause 9952.758-H758 of the basic contracts. These subcontractors were evaluated during the source selection on the basic contract and no further consent to subcontract with these firms is required. 

Determination and findings (D&F) for type of contract pricing arrangement is located in the basic DESP III contract file.

Subcontracting Plans were submitted with the basic contract proposals. Contract CDRL C001 of the basic DESP III contracts require the prime contractors’ to submit, on a semiannual basis, small business participation data. This data is used to monitor the prime contractor’s subcontracting goals. No additional information will be obtained on individual task orders. 

Legal Review was accomplished on the basic DESP III contracts. Legal review is not required for unilateral orders <$5M or any modifications <$500K.

Synopsis of Award was accomplished on the basic contract and per FAR 16.505, synopsis not required under individual task orders. 

Competition: all orders, greater than $2500, are subject to the Fair Opportunity provisions found in FAR 16.505(b)(4).

Principal Purpose of Task Order and applicable Labor Law:  The principal purpose of the contract is to provide service and maintenance support for F-16 Radar Software.  This effort will be accomplished using Professional Service Employees (Engineers/Program Managers).  

The Service Contract Act does not apply to this task order because the services being rendered are classified as “Professional”.  
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
