3.  Colonel Romano welcomed the board members and made opening remarks.  He also presented Capt Bland from Public Affairs with a special 9/11 coin for her well-written speech in support of “Patriots Day” celebrations in the local community.     

4.  Old Business:  Mr. Brisley, 75 MSS/DPF, reviewed the old business from the previous CAIB meeting.  There were no open action items from that meeting that are not covered below under new business.

5.  New Business:

    a.  Chaplain Keith, 75 ABW/HC, briefed the CAIB on the Chapel Airman Sponsor Program.  The program targets first-term airmen away from home for the first time and assigns them to a mentoring family that provides positive exposure to military family life, positive adult role models and a place to relax away from the dorms in a faith-filled home.  (Information only)

    b.  Mr. Brisley briefed the CAIB on the status of the Integrated Delivery System (IDS).  The past IDS chairperson was reassigned in Jun 02, and the IDS needs a new chairperson.  Lt Col Keith volunteered to convene a meeting of current IDS members in the near future to solicit nominees from the helping agencies for the IDS chairperson position and forward them to 75 ABW/CC for approval.  (Open)

    c.  Mr. Dave Larsen, OO-ALC/OHC, briefed the CAIB on the Organizational Health Center’s (OHC) history and purpose.  The OHC staff works to prevent/reduce work place violence and stress by applying the principles of social behavioral science, thereby maximizing human potential and productivity.  The 75 ABW/CC requested the 75 MDG/CC review the OHC job descriptions/certifications to ensure no duplication of effort or credentialing issues exist.  (Open)

    d.  Mr. Brisley briefed on the proposed Year of the Family FY02 end-of-year funding package proposal.  A total of $840,000 was requested in the package.  The 75 ABW/CC directed the proposal be reviewed and that only those items capable of being executed by the end of this fiscal year remain on the list.  SMSgt Green stated he would revise the request and resubmit it to the 75 ABW/CC for his approval.  (Open)

    e.  Open Discussion:  Capt Petersen, 75 MDG/SGOHF, briefed the family maltreatment statistics for the past quarter.  He also advised the CAIB members that Life Skills would hold an orientation for commanders and first sergeants on 11 and 18 Oct 02, and training for Family Advocacy Committee members on 25 Oct 02.  (Information only)
