In this presentation, I will explain what UXO is, why it is dangerous, and teach you the 3 “R’s” of what to do if you come across UXO.
It is important that you are aware of the danger involved with UXO and know what actions you need to take to minimize the probability that it will cause harm to you, your family, or your friends.




What are UXO?
 UXO stands for UneXploded Ordnance.

Unexploded ordnance includes ammunition 
and explosive devices such as:
 Bullets
 Grenades 
 Mines 
 Bombs and bomblets 
 Missiles 
 Artillery shells

Keep yourself and your children safe 

Teach your children what to do 
if they encounter UXO:  

• Recognize it.
• Retreat (Leave the area via the same path you entered.  I.e., backtrack)

• Report it.

Recognize It
UXO may not look like a bullet or bomb.
UXO may look harmless, but they are all 
dangerous!
UXO may be shiny or rusty.
UXO may be clean or dirty.
Even though UXO hasn’t been moved for years, 
or you’ve moved it dozens of times, it may still 
explode.
Leave it alone.

If it looks like a bullet or bomb, it is - leave it alone.
The scary thing is that it may NOT look like a bullet or a bomb.  It may be shiny or rusty.  It could be any size.  It may only be a part of an item.  It doesn’t matter - if it comes from a military base, you must treat it like it is very dangerous.  Leave it alone.  Even tiny explosive devices can be deadly, especially in a small child’s hands.
Teach your children this.




Retreat
• Leave the area the same way you entered the area.
• Don’t touch UXO.
• Stay away.

• Recognize it.
• Retreat: Leave the area the same way you 

entered the area.
• Report it.

Report It

• Report UXO to your local law enforcement.
• Local authorities will clear the area.
• Trained explosive ordnance disposal (EOD) 
personnel will dispose of the item.

Be Safe
 Remember UXO can kill or seriously injure you 

and/or others nearby.
 Leave it alone.
 Get away from it.
 Report it to law enforcement immediately.
 Keep your children and yourself safe.

Unexploded ordnance comes in many shapes and sizes.
Ammunition and explosive devices were designed to kill, destroy, and maim.  With age and weather, safety devices may no longer work.  Old explosives may become unstable and unusually sensitive.
If you or someone else finds something, leave it alone, get away from it, and report your discovery immediately to the authorities at once.
It does matter.
